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Attach the fixing plate(a) onto the heatsink by using the supplied screw (as shown
in image 1). Please make sure to evenly tighten the screws when attaching the fixing
plate. Depending on the PC set-up or the retention bracket type, please use the
fixing plate(B) shown in image 2 to install the heatsink.
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Evenly apply thermal compound onto the CPU core, and place the heatsink (with the
fixing plate attached) onto the CPU core. Please be careful not todamage the CPU
core.
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Attach the mounting clip onto the retention bracket comes with the motherboard
(as shown below - refer to image 3 for a larger view), and insert the supplied
screws into the holes on the mounting clip.
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By turning the screws clockwise for both side (evenly), the mounting clip gets

(Curved Heatpipe Portion)
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Please mount the metal assembly plate for socket 370/462 to the heatsink (as shown
below). When placing the metal assembly plate, please align the pointed portion of
the metal assembly plate onto the hollow portion of the heatsink base (as shown
below with an arrow). Depending on the motherboard you use, please adjust the
mounting direction (as shown in image 2).
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Evenly apply thermal compound onto the CPU core, and place the heatsink (with the TECEZHELETS,

metal assembly plate attached) onto the CPU core. Please be careful not to damage

the CPU core. The direction of mounting the heatsink is shown in image 3. : @If the heatpipe faces downward as shown above (with the “cross”

mark), the performance of the heatsink may not be maximized. We
recommend to install the heatsink with the proper direction shown
above (with the “circle” mark).

@It is recommended that the heatsink placement, fan airflow direction,
and the fan mounting place, should be adjusted based on your PC set—
up to maximize the cooling performance.

Hook the metal assembly tip portion into the CPU socket as shown in image 4.

Perform the same step for the other side to complete the installation. Gently

place the heatsink onto the CPU core, and make sure not to damage the CPU core or

the motherboard.

XPlease make sure that the metal assembly tip portion is securely hooked to the
CPU socket in order to prevent the removal of the heatsink.

When installing the heatsink onto your motherboard, please make sure the “curved”
heatpipe portion faces downward or side (For further details, please refer to the
page of “Proper Direction for the Installation”).

XMounting direction is limited for two ways for Socket370 / Socket462.
